Corn is relatively inexpensive and a single bushel of corn provides the same amount of energy as five gallons of propane or 3.4 gallons of fuel oil.   Pellets are made of waste materials, often sawdust, so they’re cheap and environmentally friendly.  Plus, both fuels are more energy efficient than wood, so more of the heat goes into your home, rather than (literally) up in smoke.
